3. Ezekiel 3:16-21

· What do these verses teach us about our responsibility to speak God’s truth?

4. Ezekiel 3:24-27 & James 3:1-12

· What do we learn from these verses about the importance of timing when it comes to our words?
· Talk about a time in your life when you sensed God leading you to wait before speaking.
· Do you typically find it more challenging to remain silent or to speak truth?
· With whom and/or in what situations is it most difficult for you to:
1. Remain Silent
2. Speak Truth
· How can we become more sensitive to God’s leading in this area of our life?
· Verses 16-21 talked about our responsibility to speak truth.  However, what does verse 27 teach us about our power to change a person’s heart toward God?
