3. Ezekiel 37:1-10 & Ephesians 2:1-10

· What similarities do you find between these two passages?

· In what way do the “dry bones” in Ezekiel represent our own condition?

· What do these passages teach us about our dependence on and need for God?

· How might the familiar verses of Ephesians 2:8-9 take on new meaning within the context of Ezekiel 37?

4. Ezekiel 37:11-14 & Ephesians 3:14-21

· Talk about a time in your life, or in the life of someone you know, when you faced what seemed to be an impossible situation.
· According to these passages, what is God capable of doing?
· In what area of your life do you need to be reminded that God is capable of what we may think is impossible?
· What do these passages teach us about hope?
· Talk about a time when you experienced the power of hope in your own life.
· What does it mean to place your hope in God?
· Where else might we be tempted to place our hope?
· What verse out of these passages could you commit to memory as a way of strengthening your hope?
